This is the spot where I have to 
give up the empty tomb and bask in the new life that Jesus offers. It is time to be a resurrected 
person in this post COVID era. Be happy with where we are and what we have and who 
participates and allow God to take care of the rest. But I must admit I would like more.  
 
Each taking what God has 
blessed us with and placing it into the action of ministry. May God who has begun the good 
work in us bring it to completion.

¶ Metal door at top of stairs off the narthex – door has rusted out so needs to be replaced. 

One estimate from BSR has been received. Ray Spaccaforno is researching another 

option.  If his option isn’t feasible a pending motion was made by Garvin Alexander with 

second from Nancy Elwood to accept the estimate of the steel door at a cost of $1,537 

from BSR.  Motion carried unanimously.  

¶ Façade of Christian Education building – the pebble grain façade of the building is 

crumbling so needs to be addressed.  The Property Committee is researching repairs to it. 

¶ Capital Campaign status - $5,782 in unrealized pledges to date.  Amount still owed for 

elevator is $119,383.   
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¶ Elevator ongoing costs – budget adjustments for 2024 will need to be made to include the 

increase of the building insurance due to the elevator addition ($960), the dedicated 

phone line from the elevator to the fire department ($204) and the fire alarm monitoring 

system ($456).  An additional cost for annual elevator maintenance has not yet been 

determined but will need to be included as well. 

¶ Courtyard Landscape – Fr. John and Dick Schwab will meet with Hillside Gardens on 

May 10 to discuss the landscape in the courtyard.  

¶ Blessing and dedication of elevator – May 21 at 11:15 AM with reception afterwards
